Aloof…(removed, at a distance)
In nautical terminology, the word 
aloof, which derives from the Old 
Dutch loef (windward), means to sail 
a ship to windward, thereby avoiding 
a lee shore.  A vessel that maintains 
a position to windward of other ships 
in her company is said to “stand 
aloof.”  Accordingly, aloof describes 
an individual who is reserved and 
keeps at a distance. In 1817, Samuel 
Taylor Coleridge wrote in his opus 
Biographia Literaria, “the alienation, 
and if I may hazard such an expres-
sion, the utter aloofness of the poet’s 
own feeling.”
