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BEAR FACTS FOR
HIKING AND FISHING

Let friends or family members know
where you plan to be and when you
plan to return.

Hike during daylight hours and stay
on the trail. Look for bear signs such
as tracks, scat and claw marks.

Alert bears to your presence with
normal trail noise, which should
prompt them to leave before you ever
see them.

Use caution in areas where bears
are likely to venture, such as berry
patches.

Avoid hiking with pets. If you choose
to bring your dog, make sure it is on a
leash at all times.

Stay in a group and keep children
close when hiking with others.

Never leave fish entrails on shore-
lines of lakes, ponds or streams. Sink
entrails in deep water.

If you see a bear, make it aware of
your presence and use common sense.
Never approach the animal; observe
it only from a distance. Clapping,
talking, singing or making other noise
lets the bear know you are nearby.

Remain standing, avoid direct eye
contact, back up slowly and speak in
a calm, assertive voice if you encoun-
ter a bear at close range.
